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Who is NOT eligible?


Patients with ESRD on dialysis


  Patients in hospice


  Patients who reside in a nursing home.


 Patients who do not have a stable environment to conduct the monitoring.


  Patients with any physical disability that precludes use of telemonitoring equipment. 





Who is eligible?


  Patients age >18 with a diagnosis of heart failure


  Patients considered to be at high risk for hospitalization


  Patients who have a Partner’s affiliated PCP or     Cardiologist.


  Patients covered by Medicare, Medicaid or Free Care**


  Patients able to speak and read English


  Patients mentally competent and willing, or has a primary caregiver willing to assume responsibility for telemonitoring.


  Patients who have a traditional phone line and a 3 prong electric outlet. The telemonitoring units do not operate with cell or digital phones and require a grounded 3-- prong outlet


**Limited funding available for some patients with commercial insurance
